ABE and GED Classes
Adult Basic Education (ABE) and General Education Diploma (GED) Preparation
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The ABE program includes reading, writing and math in English.  This program helps students improve their literacy level and/or go on to the General Education Development (GED) preparation program.  The GED program is also offered in English and prepares students for earning a high school equivalency credential and/or for improving their skills to enter post-secondary schooling/training.   Subject areas covered include reading, writing, math, social studies and science.
Both programs include opportunities to obtain basic keyboarding and computer skills.  Additionally, workshops are offered throughout the year on financial, library, employability, career and family literacy.

Eligibility

You must be 18 years of age to participate in any of our programs.

Cost
Currently, there is a $10 registration fee for this program.  It must be paid at the orientation session.  You will need to bring pens, pencils and paper to class.
